Oral cancer is easily detectable by physical LN
(self) examination. However, many cases of oral cancer are detected late,

which causes unnecessary morbidity and mortality. The advent of modern
derivative Al promises to improve oral cancer screening but to date, few
efforts have been made to apply these techniques and relatively little
research has been conducted to retrieve meaningful information from Al
data. AI approaches combined with imaging can have a considerable
impact on oral cancer outcomes, with applications ranging from low-cost
screening with smartphone e-waste probes to algorithm-guided detection
of oral lesion heterogeneity. Combined imaging and Al approaches can

improve oral cancer outcomes true improved detection and diagnosis.
